General Local Law 2018

In accordance with the Brimbank City Council General Local Law 2018, Clause 18, the following guidelines are considered in determining conditions and issuing permits relating to the keeping of dogs.

“Dog” means a dog of either sex except one which is aged three months or younger.

“Vermin” includes rats, mice and foxes.

NOTE:
The Local Law does not apply to any Domestic Animal Business issued a Permit in accordance with The Domestic Animals Act 1994.

3. Guideline objectives

a. To place the highest priority on residential amenity in residential neighbourhoods by:

· ensuring dogs are kept so as not to create a nuisance to neighbours  by visual appearance of  Kennels/Runs, or excessive noise that may emanate from the dogs.

· ensuring any smell from the Dog Kennels/Runs is minimised

b. Provide a clear indication to dog owners and residents under what circumstances Council would consider the issuing of a permit for keeping dogs

4. Application procedure

a. Applications shall be made on the application form associated with this document and all details on the form must be completed

b. The City Regulatory Services Department will inspect the site to assess which properties are likely to be affected

c. If it is determined that residents may be affected correspondence shall be sent to the owner and/or occupier informing of the application and requesting comment on the granting of a permit

d. The application shall then be assessed in accordance with the criteria detailed in these guidelines and where objections have been received a report prepared for Council

e. The applicant and affected owner/occupier will be contacted and advised of the Council decision

Note:  Dog owners who have kept their dogs for at least twelve months prior to this application, and no recorded valid complaints have been received by Council, will be exempt from notifying abutting neighbours. They will automatically be granted permits with Standard Conditions.

Any changes made to increase the intensity of the operations will mean a new permit application and subsequent notifying of neighbours.

5. Guidelines (As per General Local Law 2018 – Clause 19.2)
Premises: All Dog Kennels/Runs must be maintained so that:
a. all manure and other waste is removed and/or treated as often as necessary so that it does not cause a nuisance to neighbours or conditions that are, in the opinion of an authorised officer, offensive;
b. all manure and other waste is stored in a fly and vermin proof receptacle unit, until removed from the premises or otherwise disposed of, so as not to create a nuisance to neighbours or conditions that are, in the opinion of an authorised officer, offensive;
c. the ground surrounding the dog Kennel/Run is drained, so not to cause flooding or ponding of water;
d. the area of land within 3 metres of area or structure in which the dogs are kept, must be kept free from dry grass, weeds, refuse, rubbish or other material capable of harbouring vermin;
e. all food, grain or chaff is kept in vermin proof receptacles; and
f. the area where the dogs are kept thoroughly cleaned and maintained at all times in a clean and sanitary manner, so as not to cause a nuisance to neighbours or conditions that are, in the opinion of an authorised officer, offensive.
g. Dog breeding will not be permitted in association with this permit

Permit

a. On assessment of all the criteria specified in this document Council shall:

· If there is no valid objection(s) from the abutting property owner(s) or occupier(s), or any other person claiming to be affected by the granting of the application, issue a permit which may include various conditions which are required to be adhered to, or

· Refuse the application

b. The holder of any permit shall at all times ensure that the conditions of the permit are adhered to at all times

c. All permits issued will have a common expiry date of 9 April each year which is concurrent with annual animal registration fees. 

Penalties

Any proven contravention of any condition of the permit could result in an on the spot fine being issued.
